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                                RECOMMENDATIONS FROM MINISTERS

Ministers who attended the Pan African Conference on Teacher Development (PACTED) met to make the following key recommendations 


       1 - Ensure that each country has a report on its education system to guarantee the right to quality basic education for all.

          •   Promote the development of National Education Sector Analysis Report (RESEN in

         French) by the Pole of sector analysis at UNESCO BREDA
    •   Strengthen the capacity of planners and managers through distance education

         systems, such as PSGSE (Sector Policy and Management of Educational Systems) at

         BREDA

2 - Develop a quality basic education policy for a minimum of 9-10 years  

    •   Link educational policies with the ILO conventions, namely the legal minimum age
        of 15 years required to perform gainful employment 
    •   Promote Basic Education for Africa Programme - BEAP to ensure the relevance and
        quality of the learners profile so that they meet the needs of the labor market
    •   Promote systems of continuous assessment / monitoring such as PASEC and
         SACQMEC, to improve learning outcomes 

3 - Ensure the professional development of teachers (in formal and non formal settings) to guarantee a quality education system for Africa in the 21st century

    •   Establish a framework for teacher professional developùment
    •   Promote the use of ICTs in teacher training
    •   Train teachers for inclusive education including special educational needs
    •   Train teachers in science and mathematics
    •   Train school heads, inspectors, advisors in educational management and leadership 
    •   Train the trainers of trainers (ToT)
    •   Include in the curricula of teacher training aspects related to professional ethics 
    •   Mainstream gender in the curriculum of teacher training
    •   Promote gender in the recruitment of teachers
    •   Improve the living and working conditions of teachers (salary, housing, etc.)
    •   Establish a reference framework to monitor performance of the teaching profession
    •   Develop a protocol on teacher mobility
    •   Harmonize qualification frameworks and career plans of teachers
    •   Establish a framework for regular dialogue between government, unions, civil  

        society and communities

4 - Develop a quality education curriculum for sustainable development that addresses teaching and learning

    •   Develop a statutory and legal provisions to promote education for sustainable  

        development   
    •   Develop relevant tools / modules for teaching and  learning  
    •   Ensure training of curriculum specialists
    •   Promote the use of ICTs
    •   Promote use of national languages ​​through south-south cooperation and exchange of  

         experience

5 – Scale up the financing of quality education

    •   Promote public-private partnership for education funding
    •   Promote involvement / participation of communities.
Ministers also recommended the establishment of a website operated by BREDA to facilitate communication and networking between them.

Finally, they recommended the establishment of a select committee of three countries, Togo, Senegal and Kenya, assisted by BREDA and the ADEA, and under the auspices of the African Union to develop a plan of action based on the recommendations from the meeting.
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
