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1. Appropriation of work performed by four European partners Seminar Promoters
This seminar will be organized starting from results of a project performed by four partners representing Italy, France, Czech Republic and Spain.

This project’s title was “Leading to a common reference for animation in Europe” and it was co-financed by European project “Grundtvig”.
 The objectives of this projects are listed below :

· To share the elements of our contexts about training of animators (contents, programmes, logics, eventually national disposal) Introducing a synthesis of each situation and develop a comparative study

· To identify common criteria on the sense of animation in non formal education, listing the specific values, the effects on people and on institutions. 

· To create a comparative study on the contents of training programmes. Define common criteria and skills

· To organize exchanges of trainers in order to favour the transfer of skills.

· To search for existing platforms in Europe concerning agreement of the training

· To settle a platform of synthesis assembling common principles for the trainings of animation on European basis. This platform will be presented in associative, administrative, political meetings, or on a local, national, international level.


The project contributed to create a pedagogical common language beside a common methodology based on Active Education principles.


The project concretized with a common Platfom about animation in Europe.

2. Origins of the project 

The four partners,  actors of ENF in their own countries, are acting  in the organisation of holidays and collective leisure, organising trainings for the people who supervise, sharing various reports :

· The importance of developing and making ENF popular in each country and on a European level 

· The diversity of realities of the four countries

· The sharing of educational common principles for ENF, educational leisures and the trainings of animation staffs

· The priority of carrying on our analysis on a european base in order to get the training and  the qualification of non professional trainers recognized in the supervision of educational leisures.

3. The stakes of Platform 

· Allowing a greater circulation of animators in Europe,

· Creating a network of animators based on a platform of common references educational values and educational criteria.

· Getting the educational value, of non-formal education actions, also taking in regard different realities and specificities of each country. 

· Promoting the creation of a network wich animators will be capable of supervising educational actions in Europe concerning with educational sense of animation, rather than equipollency of existing diplomas.

4. Creating the Platform
