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Discussion report:
1.- Situation of the non-formal and formal education in the different countries:

France: The non-formal education is reconnaissance in comparison with the formal education.  
The free time centers are in the school for the time without school (after and before the school time, Wednesdays…)

Educational politic priority in France is the safety and the non-formal activities have to be sure.

Italy: Non-formal education is included in a complex net with the families, school and social service.

The situation is not homogeneous and there isn’t legislation about this theme.

Spain: Non-formal education is included in a net like in Italy.
Non-formal education centers are usually outside the schools.


Czech Republic: The free time activities are done for the teachers after and in the pauses of the school. 

2.- Identity of the non-formal education:


Italy: Legal responsibility in the non-formal education is of the organization and the law doesn’t say how many adult per child have to be in the activities.
The organizations receive public funding. Problems: the competence (internal with other organizations and external with other politic themes) and the administration because the person, who makes the call of proposal, can obtain the grant for his organization.
Professional educators (university and professional training) are requested by law only in the non formal education related to the social service and family area. 


Spain: The laws in the non-formal education framework regulate the legal responsibility and the ratio adult/child. 
The Administration tries making equivalences between the different formations in this theme (Formal: University and Professional Training and Non-formal: Free Time Schools).

France: The qualification of the director of summer camp could be a university degree or a non-formal formation. 
3.- Specify of the non-formal education against the formal education.


France: Four millions of children visit the free time centers (on Wednesday there isn’t school in France) and these centers have an important social function. 

Some centers and activities are planned to the adult instead of to the children. In this case, the non-formal education is, for the children, like the formal education.


Spain: The children (or the families) choose to visit the free time center, so less children than in France. 
The attitude of the children is different in the school than in the free time centers.

Italy: The organizations plan the activities when the families need them.

The children don’t discriminate animator and teacher. 
Convergence points.
· Independence value of the non-formal education.

· Complexity relationship between formal and non-formal education. Many actors involved in this area.

· Non-formal education like innovation and progress pedagogical motor. 

Reconnaissance points to the study visits.

· The special relationship between the children and the adults.

· Special work atmosphere in the non-formal education spaces.

· The nature of the non-formal education activities.

· The work rhythm in the non-formal education, especially in the summer camps.

Merchandising:
· The non-formal education has an effect in the reality. We have to be aware of the reality that is characterized by the merchandising as well as other dimensions. Non formal education ACT in this reality.
· The public don’t value the work in the framework of the non-formal education.
· The families usually prefer the expensive free time activities because they value the quality of the activities with the cost of them.  
· Good Practice: Work with the families to make them aware about our work.
